        "Thou shalt call His NAME Wonderful, Counselor, the Mighty God, the Everlasting Father, the
Prince of Peace." (ISAIAH 9:6) "They shall call His NAME Emmanuel, God with us." (ISAIAH 7:14; MATTHEW 1:23) "Wherefore, God also has highly exalted Him, and given Him a NAME which is above every NAME: that at the NAME of Jesus every knee should bow - of things in Heaven, and things in the Earth, and things under the Earth; and that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God, the Father." (PHILIPPIANS 2:9-11) (Jesus) "being made so much better than the angels, as He has by inheritance obtained a more excellent NAME than they." (HEBREWS !:4)
 
        I)   HIS NAME INVOLVED IN SALVATION
 
        MATTHEW 1:21: "And she shall bring forth a Son, and thou shalt call His NAME Jesus, for He shall save His people from their sins."
        MATTHEW 12:21: "In His NAME shall the Gentiles trust." See also – “He is taking of them a people for His NAME” ACTS 15:14.
        JOHN 1:12: "As many as received Him, to them gave He power to become the children of God - even to them that believe on His NAME."
        JOHN 20:31: "But these (signs/miracles) are written, that you might believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and that believing you might have life through His NAME."
        ACTS 4:12: "Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other NAME under Heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved."
        ACTS 10:43: "To Him give all the prophets witness, that through His NAME whosoever believes in Him shall receive the remission of sins."
        
        Some folks have to see miracles before believing: JOHN 2:23: "Many believed on His NAME when they saw the miracles which He did." Those who won't believe await condemnation at judgment time: JOHN 3:18: "He that believes on Him is not condemned: but he that believes not is condemned already, because he has not believed in the NAME of the only begotten Son of God." JOHN 8:24: "I (Jesus) said
therefore unto you, that you shall die in your sins: for if you believe not that I Am (He), you shall die in your sins."

        II)  HIS NAME INVOLVED IN MINISTERING FOR GOD
 
        A) IN PREACHING
        
        LUKE 24:47: "...that repentance and remission of sins should be preached in His NAME among all nations."
        ACTS 9:15: "He (Paul) is a chosen vessel unto me, to bear My NAME before the Gentiles, and kings, and the Children of Israel."
        ACTS 9:27: Paul "preached boldly at Damascus in the NAME of Jesus."
 
        B) IN BAPTIZING
 
        MATTHEW 28:19: "Go ye therefore and teach all nations, baptizing them in the NAME of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Ghost."
        ACTS 19:5: "...they were baptized in the NAME of the Lord Jesus."
 
        C) IN MIRACLES
 
        MARK 8:39: In reference to a person casting out devils in His NAME, Jesus said, Forbid him not: for there is no man which shall do a miracle in My NAME, that can lightly speak evil of Me."
        ACTS 3:6, 16: Peter said: "In the NAME of Jesus, rise up and walk...And His (Jesus) NAME 
through faith in His NAME has made this man strong..."
        ACTS 4:30: Peter and John were threatened and then prayed that God would help them to speak boldly for the Lord, and that "signs and wonders may be done by the NAME of Thy holy Child Jesus."
        ACTS 16:18: A damsel possessed with a spirit of divination followed Paul and his associates..."But Paul, being grieved, turned and said to the spirit, I command you in the NAME of Jesus Christ to come out of her. And he came out the same hour."
 
        D) IN EVERY KIND OF SERVICE
 
        MATTHEW 18:5: "Whoso shall receive one such little child in My NAME receives Me."
        MARK 9:41: "Whosoever shall give you a cup of water in My NAME, because you belong to Christ, verily I say unto you, he shall not lose his reward."
        COLOSSIANS 3:17: "And whatsoever you do in word or deed, do all in the NAME of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God and the Father by Him."
 
        III) HIS NAME INVOLVED IN PRAYER
 
        JOHN 14:13-14: "And whatsoever you shall ask in My NAME, that will I do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son. If you shall ask anything in My NAME, I will do it."
        JOHN 15:16: "You have not chosen Me, but I have chosen you, and ordained you, that you should go and bring forth fruit, and that your fruit should remain: and whatsoever you shall ask of the Father in My NAME, He may give it to you."
        JOHN 16:23b-24, 26: "...Verily, verily, I say unto you, whatsoever you shall ask the Father in My
NAME, He will give it to you. Hitherto have you asked nothing in My NAME: ask, and you shall receive, that your joy may be full...At that day you shall ask in My NAME: and I say not unto you, that I will pray the Father for you."
        ROMANS 10:13: "Whosoever shall call upon the NAME of the Lord shall be saved."
        EPHESIANS 5:20: "Giving thanks always for all things unto God and the Father in the NAME of our Lord Jesus Christ."
        HEBREWS 13:15: "By Him therefore let us offer the sacrifice of praise to God continually, that is, the fruit of our lips giving thanks to His NAME."
 
        IV.) HIS NAME INVOLVED IN PERSECUTION AND SACRIFICIAL LIVING
 
        Jesus told His disciples: "You shall be hated for My name's sake." (MATTHEW 10:22a) "...they shall lay their hands on you, and persecute you, delivering you up to the synagogues, and into prisons, being brought before kings and rulers for My NAME'S sake." (LUKE 21:12) We read in ACTS 4 that Christ's preachers were confronted by rulers and religious leaders for speaking about Jesus and His resurrection. They laid hands on them and imprisoned them - after 5000 believed. "But that it (their preaching) spread no further among the people, let us straightway threaten them, and that they speak henceforth to no man in this NAME."  (acts 4:17)         They kept on preaching, for they wanted to obey God rather than men! 
        ACTS 5:28: The high priest spoke to the preachers: "Did not we straightly command you that you should not teach in this NAME ( Jesus)? Behold, you have filled Jerusalem with your doctrine, and tend to bring this man's blood upon us."
        ACTS 5:40-41: ...When they had called the apostles, and beaten them, they commanded that they should not speak in the NAME of Jesus, and let them go. And they departed from the presence of the council, rejoicing that they were counted worthy to suffer shame for His NAME."
        ACTS 15:26: Barnabas and Paul, "Men that have hazarded their lives for the NAME of our Lord Jesus Christ."
        I PETER 4:14: "If ye be reproached for the NAME of Christ, happy are ye; for the Spirit of glory and of God rests upon you: on their part He is evil spoken of, but on your part He is glorified."
 
        V) HIS NAME INVOLVED IN WORSHIP
 
        MATTHEW 18:20: "Where there are two or three gathered together in My NAME, there am I in the midst."
        II TIMOTHY 2:19: "Let everyone that nameth the NAME of Christ depart from iniquity."
 
        VI) JESUS AND HIS FATHER'S NAME
 
        JOHN 5:43:"I am come in My Father's NAME, and ye receive Me not: if another shall come in his own name, him ye will receive."
        JOHN 10:25: "Jesus answered them, I told you, and you believed not: the works that I do in My Father's NAME, they bear witness of Me."
        JOHN 12:28: "Father, glorify Thy NAME. Then came there a voice from Heaven, saying, I have both glorified it, and will glorify it again."
        JOHN 17:6: "I have manifested Thy NAME unto the men which Thou gavest Me out of the world: Thine they were, and Thou gavest them to Me; and they have kept Thy word."
        JOHN 17:11-12: "And now I am no more in the world, but these are in the world, and I come to Thee. Holy Father, keep through Thine own NAME those whom Thou hast given Me, that they may be one, as We are. While I was with them in the world, I kept them in Thy NAME: those that Thou gavest Me I have kept, and none of them is lost, but the son of perdition; that the Scripture might be fulfilled."
        JOHN 17:26: "And I have declared unto them (My disciples) Thy NAME, and will declare it: that the love wherewith Thou hast loved Me may be in them, and I in them."
        
        VII) HIS NAME AND THE HOLY SPIRIT
 

JOHN 14:26: "But the Comforter, Who is the Holy Ghost, Whom the Father will send in My NAME, He shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you."
